A Wonderful Climate

The Waipara Valley is in the South Island of New Zealand, 30 minutes drive north of
Christchurch.Waipara Valley is separated from the ocean by a range of hills which protect
it from the coolirg winds of the PacificTo the west lie the Southern Alps from whence

the region's hot nor'west winds derive. Its sheltered position, but proximity to the sea,
give it warm days, cool nights and a dry autumn, resulting in a very prolongedngpeni
period. This promotes intense flavour development and optimal ripeness, while retaining
good natural acidity. Within the Waipara Valley Pegasus Bay vineyard gets maximum
protection from the Pacific's easterly breezes by being tucked up under the |dee of
Teviotdale Range.

Heat summation during the day is promoted by smooth stones and gravels left behind by
an ice age glacier. The soil is free draining and of low fertility, resulting in naturally
reduced vine vigour. This produces low yields of optiynripened, high quality, flavourful
grapes, which fully express the qualities of this unique setting.

In this traditional Badeaux blend the sauvignon blanc has given a complex range of exotic aromas and flavours suggestive of lychees, paistpawskuakd passieinuit, backed by hints of
gooseberry and dried wild herb3he semillon has added complementary lemon ane lftavours and helps fill out the mjghlate providing weight and depthThe wine has a backbone of tang
minerality and acidity which helps dry out the palate and give it a zippy finish.

While ready to drink on release it should develop additional fadirig nuances with careful cellaring over the nex gears and should live for a decade or more.

The wine has a vibrant carmine hules aromas and flavours are a complex interplay of fruity and savoury elements, suggesting cherries, raspberries andesgickbaningled with roast
game, grilled mushraus, black olives, liquorice and coffe€here is a dense core of fruit in the mouth that is supported by a backbone of firm, ripe tannins which flow evenly theopglate
and should help the wine age gracefully.
